

District 49 District Council Meeting

Minutes
I. 
Call to order

The meeting was called to order by District Governor Elaine Glover at 10:57 a.m.

The Minutes of the May 17, 2002 District Council Meeting were submitted by Ron Mobley. There were two corrections to the minutes for misspellings on pages 2 and 3. The minutes were approved as amended.

Treasurer’s Report – Terrance Roughton
Available funds as of November 9, 2002 were $1,974.88 in the local account. There is a balance of $633.21 at the WHQ account.  A written report is on file subject to audit.

Officers’ Reports


District Governor – Elaine Glover
Elaine thanked everyone for the great job done in getting us “up to this moment”.  She gave a special Mahalo to Peter Canape, Flo Johnasen, Mercedes Balli, Terry Roughton and all the others who assisted with the conference.  She singled out Mercedes for her work in getting new clubs and thanked Flo for her work in educationals.  Elaine also reminded all Area Governors that their reports are due.  Elaine’s written report is on file.

Lt. Gov. Education & Training – Flo Johnasen
Flo reviewed the November 2002 listing from Toastmasters International which shows the breakdown of the District’s CTMs and ATMs for the current year.  We are behind in our CTMs this year with 16 CTMs, but ahead with 9 ATMs, 4 CLs and 1 AL already submitted to TI.   Flo also informed everyone of the Educational Meeting and Officer trainings to be held on January 25, 2003 and February 22, 2003.  Both meetings will be at Tripler Army Medical Center beginning at 9 a.m. Flo’s written report is on file. 


Lt. Governor of Marketing – Mercedes Balli
Mercedes gave a listing of the 3 new clubs that have been chartered since she took office on July 1, 2002.  She also has 11 other potential clubs that she is working on getting chartered.  Mercedes spoke about some of the clubs who are in need of mentors and asked for volunteers.  She has booklets from Toastmasters on “How to Build Membership”.  Please see her if you wish to volunteer as a Mentor or Club Specialist. Mercedes’ written report is on file.


Public Relations Officer – Ron Neff

Ron spoke about the Newsletter being distributed.  He asked that anyone who did not receive their Newsletter, please send an e-mail or contact Larry and JoAnna Lands to confirm that the database information is correct.  Ron also talked about the work that Olel’o is doing with Toastmasters.  He asked anyone interested to contact him for further information.  There was no written report.


Immediate Past District Governor – Greg Ching

Greg spoke about an article in the paper about an interview with Mazie Hirono and Linda Lingle.  Linda Lingle is a former Toastmaster and did a great job in the interview.  There was no written report.

Elaine then called on the Division Governors.  The Division Governors introduced their respective Area Governors.

Mercedes spoke about the Membership Contest that was being held for this Conference.  TI did not have all of the information available to make a decision as to the winners.  The contest will be held over until the Spring Conference.
